Gartnavel Royal Hospital Chapel
Category Blisted, Sir J.J. Burnet

Background

In November 2006 cancer charity Tak Tent, now
Cancer Support Scotland, approached the Trust for
some advice as to whether the chapel would be
suitable for them to use as a Cancer Therapy Centre.
GBPT undertook a study funded by the owner,
Greater Glasgow and Clyde National Health Service,
and the Architectural Heritage Fund to scope out
what potential end-use might suit the building and
test the case for a Cancer Therapy Centre.

The Building

Gartnavel Royal Hospital Chapel is a building of architectural value which is in a poor state of
repair and is registered as a Building at Risk. The Chapel was built in 1904 for use by patient
The main complex was designed and completed by Charles Wilson between 1841 and 1843
Wilson had designed a chapel as part of his scheme but it was never realised. 60 years on,
different site was chosen for the chapel independent of the main building and Sir J.J. Burnet
was commissioned to produce a building in line with the architectural styles of the day. The
chapel is single storey at the gable closest to the hospital and two storeys at the opposite
gable with a bell tower. The interior has an arched ribbed ceiling, timber dado panelling and
stained glass in both gables. The building remains largely unaltered. The Chapel was Listec
Category B in 1970 when it was still in ecclesiastical use. By 1999 it was no longe
functioning as a chapel, being used only occasionally for the training of nurses.

The Issues

The building currently lies vacant, in a deteriorating condition with outbreaks of dry rot
within the interior and visible deterioration of the timber structure and roof. Another
particular area of concern is the stained glass windows by Guthrie and Wells that remain
exposed on the North elevation. The creation of adequate disabled parking facilities and
new boundaries for the building will also have to be considered.

Options Appraisal Conclusion
GBPT has concluded that the chapel, with a modest extension,
would provide very well as therapy and office space for Cancer
Support Scotland providing an appropriate and sustainable
long term re-use for the chapel.

Progress/Plan

I The total cost of the project is expected to be £1.7m. Funding
applications are currently being made to advance the project
further.  GBPT will be responsible for raising funds and
8 managing the build project throughout. The architect, Austin
Smith: Lord, will lead the project.
